We are on the brink of 

seeing our Island Resto-

ration project become a 

reality after many years 

of planning, dreaming and 

a lot of hard work under 

the leadership of Betsy 

Redfield and others. It 

would be nice to just sit 

back and enjoy the new 

island, the bird habitat in 

Bay Harborõs back yard and the easy access to the 

bay that the new dredged channel will provide. How-

ever, we must start now to make sure we can main-

tain what we have worked so hard to accomplish.  
 

In the very near future the residents of Bay Harbor 

are going to have to decide if they are willing to pay 

for the few amenities that we have now and possibly 

others that we may want for our neighborhood. If 

we do not develop a financial plan to maintain our 

channel and island, in a few years we will be right 

back where we are today. We cannot accomplish this 

with auctions, shirt sales and volunteer efforts that 

so many folks have worked at over the past decade. 

Less than half of the property owners in Bay Harbor 

pay the $150.00 membership dues every year. We 

cannot continue to provide even the basics and main-

tain our channel at this rate of return. If we are 

going to have any chance of moving ahead, we must 

have mandatory dues from every property owner and 

most likely an increase in the amount each property 

owner is required to pay.  
 

I believe in allowing people to determine just what it 

is that they want,  

with the understanding that very seldom will everyone 

agree on any particular issue. It is up to us to decide 

what we want for our neighborhood and then be willing 

to pay for it. If the majority of the property owners 

agree that we should have mandatory dues paid by all 

property owners, then I would propose that we move 

forward to legally make that happen. I am not a lawyer 

and have no idea of what we would have to do, but I 

am certain that we would need to have the assistance 

of an attorney familiar with home owner associations.  
 

If the majority of the property owners donõt want 

this, then so be it. But I can tell you that we will not 

be able to do very much for our neighborhood based 

on a review of our budgets for the past ten or so 

years. A lot of folks are tired of paying the bill for 

others and we even have a difficult time getting folks 

to volunteer their time to serve as board members of 

the Bay Harbor Improvement Association. It is up to 

you, so please let us know if you want us to move for-

ward or just let things remain the same.  
 

Everyone who is a member of the Bay Harbor Im-

provement Association (BHIA) is welcome to attend 

any of our monthly BHIA board meetings. Our meet-

ings are held the second Saturday of the month at the 

home of one of our board members. Our board meet-

ing minutes and expense reports are available for any 

member who would like to see them.
